The “Life Skills” training program funded by the Global
Fund for Children provides opportunities for future
graduates of orphanages to make decisions about their
own independent life after school, opening up for them
all things that for ordinary children with their families
are normal. In order to avoid large-scale problems

in the first years of independent life, nine in-the-field
practical trainings for the development of social skills of
independent life were conducted for children ages 13-
17 from Ternopil boarding schools in Ukraine.

Two excursions to Ternopil area companies were
launched for older orphanage children. The work of

the Ternopil Resource Center for Orphans (the only
non-governmental institution of its type in Ukraine)
provides support to orphaned teens and youth to solve
housing, registration, education and work problems.
The Resource Center provides assistance to 360-500
youth per year. At the Ternopil Resource Center, staff
and graduates work proactively to «Solve the Problem
Together».
